Erysepelas (3RR1@M™):
acute infection of deep
layer of skin (dermis)
Well demarcated
erythema, edema,
tenderness

Fever, malaise, flu-like
Commonly over the

face, legs

Necrotising fasciitis (FFPICTSfSRT BRISTERN): is an acute
and serious infection usually after trauma

ill defined erythema usually over leg associated with
fever, rapidly becomes necrotic

early surgical debridement required

Mistakes to avoid:

Self medication

Use of prescribed medications for a certain condition
over a prolonged time without supervision

Test and trial of unlabelled non-pharmacological
medicines

Diagnosis:
Clinically
Pus swab culture and sensitivity in certain cases

*Management &Prevention:

Improve hygiene

Regular bathing or showering

Use of antiseptics in the bath and on the skin if advised
Avoid treatment of present: Obesity, Diabetes,
occlusion from clothing

Careful removal of crusts

Saline soaks

Appropriate topical medications as advised by the
experts

Oral medication only as per your doctor advice
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Common Bacterial infections

1. Commensals: Erythrasma, pitted keratolysis,
trichomycosis axillaris

2. Staphylococcal: impetigo, ecthyma, folliculitis,
secondary infections

3. Streptococcal: erysipelas, cellulitis, impetigo,
ectyma, necrotising fasciitis

commonly after shaving,
waxing),

Face (in male over beard
area: sycosis barbae
hairline)

Furuncle (boils)
(W\W/W) risan
acute abscess formation
in adjacent hair follicles
Tender red pustules,
suppurate and heal with
scarring

Site: face, neck, axilla,
perineum

Carbuncle (®Ra-%®): is deep abscess formed in a
group of follicles
Painful suppurating mass
